All self-nominations must be endorsed by a member of APA (i.e. faculty, supervisor) who serves the function of a nominator.”  The award is administered by the Board of Professional Affairs.

Eligibility: Award is for “graduate-level scholarly projects that use a psychological perspective to help understand and reduce stigma associated with mental illness.”  Applicants must be full-time psychology graduate students in good standing.
